BASIC FUNCTION

The Summer Program Intern is responsible for assisting with the implementation and management of AR Kids Read’s
(AKR) summer program, Literacy Playground. The Literacy Playground is an engaging, dynamic and camp-themed
literacy program designed to reduce summer slide and help students close grade-level reading gaps. The classes will
include valuable foundational literacy skill building and reading and writing practice as well as activities that promote
engagement skills. The primary job for the Summer Program Intern is to support the Literacy Playground teachers and
work collaboratively with site staff and volunteers to create and sustain a cheerful, respectful and supportive
environment for students. Strong applicants will be energetic, creative, and self-motivated. The program sites will be in
Little Rock.

REPORTING RELATIONSHIP
The intern will report to the AKR Literacy Playground Site Teachers.

o Commitment of approximately 12 hours per week for 8 weeks, plus onboarding and debriefing,
Attend and participate in orientation, meetings, and debriefing sessions,
Assist Literacy Playground Teacher to create a cheerful, safe environment for students,
Serve as a substitute for the teacher,
Administer student pre and post assessments,
Track student attendance and assist with student registration, and
Assist with end of summer celebration.
